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The Install Manager Introduced to Some Products with
Which the High-performance Embedded Workshop

Bundled

We have introduced the install manager to some software products with which the High-
performance Embedded Workshop is bundled, which are listed below.

1. Descriptions of the Install Manager
Up to this time, if you install two or more software products containing the High-
performance Embedded Workshop, only the most recent version of this IDE is installed;
earlier versions are not. (As for compilers, more than one version can be installed.)

Now, when you are using the High-performance Embedded Workshop V.4.01.00 or later,
the install manager allows you to install two or more High- performance Embedded
Workshops to one PC even if their versions are different from each other; that is, the
multiple installation is made possible.
And if any High-performance Embedded Workshop earlier than V.4.01.00 has already been
installed, the High-performance Embedded Workshops bundled with the software products
to which the install manager has been introduced can be installed by more than one in
addition to the previous version.

Thus the multiple installation enables you to use on a PC both the development
environment managed by the current High-performance Embedded Workshop (the one
consisting of compiler packages, emulator debuggers, utilities etc.) and a different one
managed by another High-performance Embedded Workshop (the one for evaluating a new
version of a compiler, for example).
The install manager is also capable of switching between multi- installed High-performance
Embedded Workshops

2. The Software Products to Which the Install Manager Introduced 
The install manager has already been introduced to the following software products (all of



them were revised on September 16, 2006):

To other products we are introducing the install manager one after another.

3. Installing of the Install Manager
When the CD of a software product to which the install manager has been introduced is
inserted into your PC, the install manager is automatically launched. If you update any one
of your software products online, execute its update program downloaded from our Web
site, and the install manager will be started. Note that when the AutoUpdate utility is used,
the install manager is not invoked.

When the multiple installation is executed using the install manager, the install manager
itself is also installed automatically.

For details of the multiple installation, click the Read first button in the initial screen of the
install manager; then read the Install Manager Help that appears.

4. How to Use the Multi-installed High-performance Embedded Workshops
When the multiple installation executed, two or more High-performance Embedded
Workshops' environments have been installed. However, you can use only one environment
at one time, which is called the active High-performance Embedded Workshop's
environment. If you want to use any environment other than the active one, launch the
install manager to switch the active environment to the one you want to use.

5. Uninstalling of Multi-Installed Products and Install Managers
To uninstall multi-installed products, use the install manager.
Only the High-performance Embedded Workshop's environment selected by the install
manager can be uninstalled. When the last High- performance Embedded Workshop's
environment is uninstalled, the last install manager is also uninstalled by itself.



6. Host OSes
The install manager can run on Windows XP, Windows 2000, Windows NT 4.0, Windows
Me, and Windows 98 SE. However, the multiple installation is possible on Windows XP and
Windows 2000 only.
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
