When you use R8C E1/E20 Emulator Debugger V.1.00.00, take note of the following problem:

o With using software breakpoints

1. Problem

Suppose that you have not yet re-executed the user program after
disabling any software breakpoint. If you load a program into, or
manipulate data on memory at, any address where the software breakpoint
has been disabled, the value stored at the address may be changed.

2. Workaround

To avoid this problem, do not use software breakpoints, but use
address-match (a maximum of 8 points settable) or on-chip breakpoints.

For the case where you must use software breakpoints, we will provide

the maintenance release of R8C E1/E20 Emulator Debugger from August 2011.
